Pelecanmus occidentalls, dr Brown Pelican, was
painted by Jolin Audubon {probably in the Flord
Keys) during the Spring of 1832, 1t is one of about
30 bird porrraies Awdubon made in Flords from
skovernber 1831 o May 1832, These became part of
Audubons The Birds of America.

The originagl engravings from Audubons work
were isaped berween 1827 and 1835 in a limited
ediviem. Mo more thun 200 complete sets were
issued. Many sers have since been broken up with
the folios sold individually. Pewer than 150
complete sets reman.

Omnie st had been on display in Awdubon
House m Key West for the past 20 years, Becmse of
burmiciny, hurriczines and possible theft (ehe et was
omce stolen and recovered) i was deckdied o
munve the set and, possibly, to sell i at anction,
Had this occurred, i is likely the set would have
been moved outside Florida.

The trustees of the Historical Association of
Southern Florida believe Audubon’s work in
Florida s very significant and that the folios should
remuain here on public display

Wk b juse bowggh this complete, original
edition of Audubons The Birds of America. This
great work contains portrits of 1,065 binds in its
435 plate pages (cach page mensures 29V x 301" ).

During Audubon’ 1831« 32 tour of Florida he
observed the wildlife of St Augustine, Key West,
Indian Key and che Diry Tormugas. As he wasone of
the earliest rafuralists to visit =outh Florida, his
writings and paintings from this trip have
influenced those who have ollowed. _
