The Birds of America.

John James Audubon made plans in England to

visit the Floridas, as the territory was called, and
left London Aug. 2, 1831, In 33 days he had
crossed the Atlantic and by Oct. 15 was on his
way to Charleston where a government revenue
cutter was to take him on one of its periodic visits
to coastal outposts. Between then and April 19,
1832 when he boarded the cutter Marion in
Charleston Audubon was up and down the coast
between Charleston and 5t Augustine twice,
down the St Johns and Halifax Rivers. Water
travel was far easier than overland. Lucy, back in
the north, worried aboul the Semincles, who
were resisting moving west of the Mississippi. By
April 24 the Marion had reached the Cape Florida
light at the south tip of Eey Biscayne. The next
day it anchored at Indian Key and Audubon spent
April 26-29 visiting Sandy Key, Cape Sable and
scattered mangrove islands with Jarmes Egan. He
subsequently visited Key West and Dry Tortugas
and lelt Indian Key for Charleston May 31

Dn nearing
the lamd, they rose {o the height of about a hundred yards,
surveynd the colndry in large circles, then with less velocity
gradually descended, and alighted in the thickest parts of the
mangroves snd ather low trees. None of them could be easily
seen in those dark retreats, and we were obliged to force them
oart, in order to shoot them, which we did at this time on the
wing.” Audubon painted these pigeons al Indian Key, Florida,
im April, 1832, just alter the birds had arrived from Cuba. His
assistamt George Lehman painted the flowering limb of the
geiger-tree [Cordia sebestenal, a West Indian shrob found in
the Florida Keys.

American Flamings (Phoenicopterus ruber]

Audubon saw several flocks of American flamingos in the
Flarida Keys in 1832, and he was excesdingly anxiows to
obdain a specimen from which he could make a painting,
While i London, he wiole to his triend Backiman in
Charestan asking for one. On Aagust 14, 1837, be wrote:
“F5. Proy send us whatever Caplain Coste may have collected

Great White Hercn (Ardea occidentalls)
Audubon saw the greal white heran for the first ime In the
Florida Keys, where he caugit several alive. They survived well
in captivity, and he took several to Chardeston as a gift for his
friend the Reversnd Bachman. The herons, however, did not
prove o be ldeal pets: "H was dificult.. . . o procure fish
nnuihtmnutluunnnﬂl o buckethal of mullets in a
few minutes, each devouring about a gallon . . . they would
frequently set, like pointer dogs, at moths which hovered over
tha flowers, and with a well-directed stroke of their bill seire
the flwttering insect and instantly swallow it. On many
occaslons, they also struck st chickens, grown fowls and
duchks, which they weukd tear up and devour. Once a cat which
was asleep in the sunshine, on the wooden steps of the
veranda, was pinned throagh the body to the boards, and
kifled by one of them.” When a beron turned on one of the
young children, Bachman, his patience exhausted, ardered
the birds killed. This painting of an adull heron was done in
Key West, Florida, on May 26, 1832; detalled instructions
from the artist to the engraver appear in the foregrownd. One
reads: “Keep closely to the Eh,rlllluﬂl'llliﬂlu-'hglhn!

However, the
bird's pose and the composition were unguestionably
determined by Audubon. “This beautiful and singular bird”
